ALLERGIES

An allergy is when your immune system reacts to a
foreign substance (allergen). This triggers allergy
symptoms that can involve your sinuses (congestion
and runny nose), air passages (coughing, sneezing,
and wheezing), skin (rashes), or the digestive tract
(lips swelling and hives). The severity of symptoms
vary from minor irritation to anaphylaxis which is
shock and unconsciousness.

Pollen is a common allergen, as well as animal
dander, and dust mites. Common food allergies in-
clude peanuts, wheat, eggs and fish. Insects, such as
bees and wasps can cause severe allergic reactions.
Be aware of allergies to latex and medications.

If you have an allergic reaction keep a diary for your
doctor to help find the cause. Skin tests and blood
tests can help determine your allergy. Your doctor
may give you allergy medications or allergy shots to
help your immune system get used to the allergen so
it no longer triggers symptoms. Some people carry an
epinephrine shot with them for severe reactions, and
wear a medical alert bracelet. Remember to give all
healthcare givers your allergy list.

Ways to prevent mold allergies is to put allergy-proof
covers on pillows and mattresses and replace fabric
furniture with leather, wood or plastic. Even potted
plants can produce mold inside your home. Remove
carpets to limit dust, use your air-conditioner in the
summer, and don't rake leaves. For pollen allergies
watch the pollen counts, which are highest before 10
a.m. To prevent pet dander, keep pets out of the
bedroom.

An Update from Lutheran World
Relief

Baltimore, July 12, 2010 — Six
months after Haiti’s devastating 7.0
earthquake, Lutheran World Relief
(LWR) remains hard at work
assisting those who are still dealing
with its aftermath and will be for
years to come.

LWR, with a 14-year history in
Haiti, is focusing the majority of its
efforts on underserved rural
populations. Many rural communi-
ties found themselves hosting an
influx of people who fled the capital
city of Port-au-Prince after the
guake, putting a severe strain on
already limited resources.

“It's a tenuous situation,” said Alex
Wilson, LWR’'s deputy regional
director for Latin America, who
visited Haiti in June. “Lots of fami-
lies left the city initially, but then
went back in search of shelter,
work and educational opportunities.
However, the situation in Port-au-
Prince remains critical, and many
have now returned to their commu-
nities of origin a second time.”

LWR is working with local partners
to support rural communities
through cash-for-work programs to
build soil and water conservation
structures, distribution of additional
seeds in preparation for the rainy
season and training on agricultural
production, to ensure that people
have some income and that
farmers are able to grow sufficient

food to feed everyone. In addition,
LWR is supporting the construction
of latrines and low-cost water filter
systems to accommodate the
additional populations that have
fled to rural areas.

“We lost one child during the earth-
guake in Port-au-Prince, and we
didn’t even have time for a funeral,”
said Monique Orestil, a participant
in LWR’s program in Maissade, a
rural community located about a
four hour drive north of Port-au-
Prince. “I brought my remaining five
children here, and LWR helped me
participate in a cash-for-work
program. It was like God landing in
Maissade. | left Port-au-Prince
without anything, but now | can
work for my family.”

As a member of the global aid
consortium ACT Alliance, LWR has
also supported life-saving meas-
ures in and around Port-au-Prince,
since the days immediately after
the earthquake. ACT Alliance
members have provided food,
water and sanitation, shelter and
other services to more than
341,000 people.

“We are in a transition period now,
moving from immediate relief
efforts into the rehabilitation phase
so that rural families can
re-establish their livelihoods,”
Wilson said. LWR, taking a long-
term approach to rehabilitation and
recovery, plans to work with earth-
guake-affected communities for five
years.

“This was a devastating crisis,”

Wilson added. “Recovery will take
a long time.”

On the domestic side, LWR has
mobilized its supporters to
advocate to the U.S. government
for cancellation of Haiti's debt, and
for emergency funding to support
reconstruction programs. As a
result of advocacy efforts by many
organizations and individuals, in
February the Obama Administra-
tion announced support for cancel-
ing Haiti’s nearly $1 billion debt and
in April, President Obama signed
the Debt Relief for Earthquake
Recovery Act into law. Earlier this
month, the U.S. House of Repre-
sentatives passed a supplemental
funding bill that includes crucial
funds for reconstruction and
agriculture efforts in the country.
LWR continues working to ensure
that policy-makers hear the voices

and understand the needs of
Haitian civil society.
Also in the U.S., LWR has

partnered with Nebraska Lutheran
Outdoor Ministries (NLOM) in an
unprecedented effort to have
summer camp participants work to
assemble 32,000 LWR health kits —
enough for an entire shipping
container — to be sent to those in
need in Haiti.

“'m delighted that LWR sought us
out with the idea,” said Dave
Coker, executive director of NLOM.
“And I'm excited for the kids who
will come to camp this summer.
The health kit service project will
help them connect to their faith in
powerful ways.”

CATECHISM?

| keep hearing from time to time that the catechism
students at Bethlehem are not being taught what “we
used to teach.” As a loooooong time teacher in the
program over several decades, | would like to give
you my impression of the Faith Inkubators program
we are currently using.

When | was in catechism we spent two years of the
four studying a book of Bible stories and memorizing
the parts of Luther's Small Catechism. We also
memorized hymns. The second two years were spent
with the Pastor studying those parts of the catechism.
At the end of the four years we took a large test
covering what he thought we had learned.

Now we have a three year program. We still study the
Parts of Luther's Small Catechism and spend one of
the years studying the Old and New Testament and
an overview of the Life of Christ. Each student is
supposed to memorize the Parts of the Catechism
with the assistance of their parents. Each weekly les-
son is based on Bible verses which are the basis for
discussion. So far sounds pretty similar doesn't it?

In addition to the Sunday morning study, activities are
planned for fellowship with fellow Confirmands and for
service projects. These are meant to internalize the
ideas that are gleaned from our study. To me this is
an important addition to the program that my class
never had the opportunity to take advantage of—
practicing the faith in real situations.

If any of you wish to “see for yourself” what we do on
Sunday mornings or during the added activities,
please just come to my class on Sundays or go to a
service project and participate with the students for a
month. | think you will find that our students are being
given the opportunity to learn what a “godly life”
should look like.

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From the Financial Secretary...

As of June 30, we have finished half the year and can
look at where we are financially. We are behind in our
general offerings and Sunday school offerings.
Essentially we are behind by one month’s offerings.
We have collected $143,792 so behind by $22,415.
Our total expenditures in the general fund are
$155,235.00 which is below half of the budgeted
expenditures. Our benevolence offerings are doing
fine, $29,868. We budgeted $53,000. ELCA Benevo-
lence is above half. However, the LeMond fund,
World Hunger and Global Missions are below
expectations. We will not have any of the Joyce
Taulker funds to add to our benevolence offerings at
the end of the year.

For local tornado victims we sent $1,000 to Zion
(Latcha), $1,000 to St. John's (Stony Ridge) and
$750 to Calvary (Northwood). Snackpac contributions
total $3,149. Thanks for your local support.
